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Life on the planet in our post-modern society is in an

unstable balance. On the one side of the balance are the

extraordinary achievements in physical sciences, technology

and biology; and on the other side are the unprecedented

risks of mass extinction by atomic weapons, biological and

chemical warfare and by the rapidly accelerating

anthropogenic changes in the environment. The result is a

protracted deep social and ecological crisis. 

Human history is characterized by two different curves. One

curve is exponential, rocket-like during modern times and

expresses the rapid progress achieved in the accumulation of

knowledge, in communication and power and in the

population explosion. The other curve is almost completely

flat throughout the centuries and expresses ethics, social

morality and related values. It is very striking that ethics

today are no better than at any time before in human

history. Now, as always, we continue to fight cruel wars,

establish dictactorships and behave in a paranoid manner.

A  l e t t e r  f r o m   t h e  P r e
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The key is to understand human nature, this terrible mixture

of humanity and inhumanity. It is the prospect of

characterizing human nature with greater objectivity and

precision in order to reach self-understanding. Such self-

understanding will probably lead to practical approaches to

the global crisis. 

Post-modern society should attempt to understand and

explain human nature and the human behavior that has

made a mess out of history. It should furthermore have the

ambition to succeed where all the religions and all the

ideologies throughout the centuries were loudly unsuccessful,

i.e. to imply the way that will unite the human species.
